BIOGRAPHY

CRITICAL ACTION blends multiple styles including R&B, jazz, post
punk, and synth pop. The project draws from a long line of progressive
struggle, movements, and lessons to reflect on the present moment.

The lyrics connect contemyporary crises to moments when people
were told change was impossible, until people organized and won.

CRITICAL ACTION is the artist name of the project’s creator, producer,
and writer, who creates the core of the music and vision while collab-
orating with a growing number of musicians and vocalists on select
releases. The work is driven by socially conscious lyrics and is meant to
be actively listened to rather than treated as background sound.

All music, vocals, and visuals are created by human artists. No genera-
tive Al is used in the writing, music, or artwork.
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You Said You Wanted a Fight
Single - Released January 30, 2026

You Said You Wanted a Fight, the first single
from CRITICAL ACTION, confronts the idea
that resistance is futile. The song centers on
collective memory and collective action, re-
minding listeners that many of the rights and
freedoms people rely on today are the result
of hard fought victories from the past.

Drawing from a long history of organized re-
sistance across labor, civil rights, abolition, en-
vironmental justice, LGBTQ+ liberation, and
other movements, the lyrics connect present
day crises to earlier moments when people
were told change was impossible, until they
organized and won.

Musically, the track leans toward a progres-
sive soul and R&B tradition, influenced by art-
ists who pair emotional delivery with socially
conscious themes. The result is a song meant
to be engaged with rather than treated as
background sound.
